2. Materials and Methods
The Materials and Methods section should provide sufficient detail to allow others to replicate and build upon the published results. By submitting your manuscript, you agree to make all materials, data, computer code, and protocols associated with the study accessible to readers. Any restrictions on the availability of materials or information should be disclosed at the time of submission. New methods and protocols must be described in detail, whereas well-established methods can be briefly summarized with appropriate citations.
For research manuscripts reporting large datasets deposited in publicly accessible databases, authors should specify the repository and provide the relevant accession numbers. If these numbers are not yet available at the time of submission, please indicate that they will be provided during the review process and must be included prior to publication.
Intervention studies involving humans or animals, and other research requiring ethical approval, must include the approving authority and the corresponding ethical approval code.
Where applicable, authors must disclose any use of generative artificial intelligence (GenAI) in the study, including applications for generating text, data, or graphics, or for assisting in study design, data collection, analysis, or interpretation. Use of GenAI solely for minor text edits, such as grammar, spelling, punctuation, or formatting, does not require disclosure.

This section may be divided by subheadings. It should provide a concise and precise description of the experimental results, their interpretation, as well as the experimental conclusions that can be drawn.
